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Item 8.01. Other Events.

     On November 10, 2008, Tontine Capital Partners, L.P. and certain of its affiliates (collectively, “Tontine”), which collectively hold approximately 58% of
the outstanding common stock of Integrated Electrical Services, Inc. (“IES”), filed with the Securities and Exchange Commission (“SEC”) a sixth amendment
to its Schedule 13D with respect to IES (the “Amendment”).

     In the Amendment, Tontine announced its intention to begin exploring alternatives for the disposition of its holdings in IES, which disposition could be
made by means of: (a) dispositions through open market sales, underwritten offerings and/or privately negotiated sales by Tontine, (b) a sale of IES or
(c) distributions by Tontine of its interests in IES to its respective investors.

     The IES Board of Directors is evaluating the announcement and expects that it will work together with Tontine to pursue a course of action that will be in
the best interests of all IES shareholders.
